The formalities
with Diocese of Agra for Hooper Memarial Church, Mussoorie has been
completed, we now need to organise programmes there for which we will
need to raise funds.

We
have had afull year of positive responses from the people among whomwe
live and work. It was encouraging for us to receive so much of good will from
the people. Out of this experience we have written down this report which
by any measure is not exhaustive as it could be. The happiness of
encouragementwas greater than the disappointments we faced. In many
instances the situation could have been much worse but for those people
who like angels stepped in at times of need and shared our burdensto help
us walk another mile.

Parvez who lives in Shahid Nagar, is a student of eight standard. His mother
died when he was just three years old. His father works in Saudi Arabia and
most of the time he is out of the country only occasionally he visits the family.
Parvez lives with grand parents and a paternal aunt who is disabled. She is not
able to walk but takes good care of his brother and Parvez. She did not marry
because she wanted to give good quality of life to both these children, who lost
their parents since infancy. Parvez mentions that he used to treat his aunt
disrespectfully, as he was aware that due to her handicap she could not chase
him or stop him doing things that could hurt him. But he has now realized that
after taking the oath ‘We Can’ he is a better person himself and as a result of
this realization has become considerate. He now says that his aunt is like his
mother which is a very kindly thought. His changed behaviour is well spoken
of not only by his younger brother Awaez, but also by other family folks. The
success of “We Can” outreach is evident from the fact that not only has it
brought a change in Pervez but has made him enthusiastic to influence his peer
group as well.

Reconciliation through Mahila Panchayat

Rekha and Ritu are both sisters married to two
brothers four years ago. It was a joint family living
under one roof. Sadly, the husbands got addicted to
liquor that led to strained relationship with their wives.
The situation took serious proportion when they
resorted to physically violence on their wives. Next
day they lodged complaint with the Mahila Panchayat.
On the date of the hearing the husbands were
present. They were duly informed of the seriousness
of the complaint in the presence of their wives. After
intense argument the husband admitted their guilt of
violence and assured that they would not do this in
the future. As the both the wives were hesitant t got
to their in-laws home, the Mahila Panchayat ordered
another fortnight stay with the parents for them to
gain confidence before they returned. After 15 days
the husbands come and assured the safety of their
wives before they took them back home.
